MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MoU)

This Memorandum of Understanding is signed at New Delhi on 19 September 2025

BY AND BETWEEN

CENTRAL RESERVE POLICE FORCE FAMILY WELFARE ASSOCIATION duly
registered under the Societies Act 1860, having its address at Directorate General, CRPF,. Block
No.I, CGO Complex, Lodhi Road, New Delhi-110003, represented by its Secretary Shri Pauly
P.P.. DIG (Welfare), Directorate General, CRPF New Delhi (hereinafter referred to as the

“CWAY"); hereinafter referred to as “First Party”.

Drishti Group (VDK Eduventures Pvt. Ltd., brand name: Drishti IAS), registered under the
Companies Act and having its registered office at Mukherjee Nagar, New Delhi- 110009, through
its Board Member and Mentor, hereinafter referred to as “Second Party™.

The CRPF Family Welfare Association in short known as CWA and Drishti Group are
hereinafter collectively referred to as “Parties” and individually as “Party™.

Whereas

The First Party, CRPF Family Welfare Association (CWA), is entering into this MoU
for the welfare of families of its serving and retired personnel, including personnel killed
or wounded in action and physical casualties, for educational purposes.

The Second Party, Drishti Group, is engaged in providing coaching for competitive
examinations including UPSC Civil Services, Judiciary, State PCS, Teaching
Examinations, One-Day Examinations and Common University Entrance Test (CUET).

Purpose

The Parties are intended to collaborate for the coaching of Noks/Wards of Martyrs and
those died in harness, serving CRPF personnel, ex-servicemen, their spouses and wards to
help them pursue careers in civil services and other competitive examinations.

The Parties agree to enter into this Memorandum of Understanding under the terms and
conditions stated below.



Responsibilities of First Party

(a) To facilitate admission of Serving CRPF personnel, Ex-Servicemen, Spouses, and W]zirds O;
CRPF Personnel by informing all CRPF/KVs running school in our campuses , ranks, an
institutions within CRPF.

(b) Designate an ofticer as a one-point contact for addressing all policy and administrative matters.

(c) Maintain communication with the Drishti Group.

Responsibilities of Second Party

(a) Designate a senior official as a single-point contact for all policy and administrative matters.

(b) Acknowledge CRPF Family Welfare Association (C WA) as the lead partner for the project.

10. Concession/Discount

The Drishti Group shall provide the following benefits to all eligible candidates across its Centres:

(a) Concession/Discount

(i) A discount of 40% shall be provided on all online courses offered through the Drishti Learning
App.

(ii) A discount of 25% shall be provided on all offline courses conducted at the physical centres
of the Group.

(iii) A special discount of 75% on online courses and 50% on offline courses shall be extended
to the Spouses and Children of martyrs and personnel of CRPF who died in harness.

(iv) A 50% discount shall be extended on online courses, and a 30% discount on offline courses,
for all girl children of CRPF personnel, including serving, retired, or deceased.

(v) From the Academic Year 2025-26 till Academic Year 2027-28, the discounts mentioned in
sub-clauses (i), (ii), (iii) and (iv) above shall be applicable to all new enroliments of Serving CRPF
personnel, Ex-Servicemen, Spouses and Wards of CRPF personnel.

(vi) Where two or more discounts are applicable, the higher discount (only one) shall prevail.
