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RELEASE OF CRPF COMIC BOOK

Shri Rajnath Singh, Hon’ble Home Minister released a comic book
titled “Sardar Post — Ek Shaurya Gatha”, today on the saga of Valour and
Sacrifice of CRPF at the Sardar Post during 1965 Indo-Pak War. On 9"
April, 1965, at the Sardar Post in Runn of Kutch two companies of CRPF
stood their ground and repulsed the attack of a full fledged Pakistani
infantry Brigade inflicting heavy casualties. The retaliation by the CRPF
men was such a profound shock to the Pakistani Army that they left behind
34 dead bodies including 02 officers. 04 Pakistani soldiers were taken as
prisoners. 06 CRPF men made supreme sacrifice for the cause of the

nation.

Releasing the book, Sh Rajnath Singh said that CRPF has
taken an initiative by publishing a comic book on the valour and sacrifice of
its personnel. He said that the Force is associated with many historical
events and had earlier resisted a Chinese attack at Hot Springs, Ladakh
on 21% October, 1959, participated in Bangladesh War in 1971 and foiled a
terrorist attack on Parliament in 2001. The Home Minister said that CRPF is
fighting naxalism in LWE areas and terrorism in Jammu & Kashmir. Due to
its relentless operations, there has been a decline of 35% in maoist
activities. He said that this comic book will motivate the youth and children
and also let the people know about the valour and sacrifice of unsung
heroes of CRPF.



Welcoming the Chief Guest, Sh Prakash Mishra, DG CRPF said that
in the DsGP’ conference held in Guwahati, Assam from 29" to 30"
November, 2014, the Hon’ble Prime Minister had desired to depict the
gallant tales of martyrs by publishing books, so that the people are aware
of their sacrifices. The comic book is first in the series of such books. On
the 76™ Raising Day of CRPF, observed at Neemuch (M.P.) on 27" July,
2015, Sh Rajnath Singh, Hon’ble Union Home Minister had felicitated Sh
Bhawani Dutt Sharma, Retd Sub-Inspector, the lone survivor of the epic
battle of Sardar Post.

CRPF plans to publish a series of comic book depicting various tales
of valour and sacrifice of the Force. The aim is to instill patriotism and
nationalism in the young generation and also let the people know about the
gallantry and sacrifice of the unsung heroes of CRPF. It is also under
consideration to raise fund through marketing of these comic books which

will be spent on the welfare of the families of martyrs.
