CRPF Jawan donated Blood to save life of injured Naxal

Constable Rajkamal of 133 Battalion CRPF based in Jharkhand donated
blood to Save life of a dreaded Naxal who was after the lives of his own
Brother Jawans.

Critically injured in Gun Battle during Exchange of Fire with troops of
209 CoBRA on 29th January 2019, he was evacuated from the site by
very Security Forces, he was eyeing to gun down. He was subsequently
hospitalised in Rajendra Institute of Medical Sciences, Ranchi by
Jharkhand Police.

Learning about the emergent need for Blood Transfusion to the injured
Naxal, Jharkhand Sector, CRPF swung into action and the Constable
Rajkamal volunteered to donate the blood.

This is not a maiden precedence on the part of CRPF, which has been the
mainstay of Anti-Naxal Operations in the Country. Earlier on 8th
February 2018, female Naxal Manju Baiga was critically injured in an
exchange of fire with troops of 134 Battalion CRPF in Palamu District of
Jharkhand. Evacuated and Hospitalised by the troops, she was provided
blood by Constable Gulzar of the same Battalion, couple of days later
when the medical emergency struck the injured lady.

This will surely go a long way in denting further the morale of Naxals
who are already on backfoot in Jharkhand and elsewhere. It will also
pave a way in chhanelising raw emotions of brutal violent Maoists,
indulging in Blood Thirsty Acts.

Recognising this rare humanitarian gesture, Constable Rajkamal has
been awarded with IGP's Commendation Certificate and with Cash
Reward in a Special Felicitation Ceremony organized today at 133 Bn
Headquarter, Ranchi.
