
DG CRPF visits Kashmir, reviews preparedness and highway

Brief 
On 18 Jun 21 at around 1625 hr, the troops of QAT/53 CRPF, 

JKP and 3 Rajput Rifles placed a Naka at Bandi, PS Uri, 

Baramulla. At around 1648 hrs, a silver colored car moving from 

Uri to Baramulla (Regn No JK-01-AP-0040) was stopped by the 

troops. During the checking of the vehicle, the troops 

apprehended 03 suspects (Sharafat Khan  s/o Lal Badhsah r/o 

Kupwara, Sajid Ahmad Shah s/o Mohd Anzar Shah r/o Lolab 

Lalpora Kupwara, and Shahid Ahmad Rather s/o Wali Moh 

Rather r/o Khaipora Tangmarg, Baramulla) along with arms and 

ammunition. Apprehended suspects were handed over to PS 

Uri along with the arms/amns including 2 .30 pistols, 2 

magazines, 10 rounds and 5 Chinese hand grenades in 

addition to Rs 3 lakh in cash. 

A day later, on 19 Jun 21 at around 0315 hr, troops of F/79 

CRPF and SOG Budgam, who were on area domination duty at 

Mamgund, PS Beerwah, Budgam apprehended 3 suspects 

along with arms/amn from the house of Mohd Kasim Rather. 

The apprehended suspects (Mohd Kasim Rather S/O Gulam 

Mohd Rather R/O village Mamgund, PS Beerwah, Distt 

Budgam, Adil Hissaon Rather R/O Mamgund, PS Beerwah, 

Distt Budgam, Ajaz Ahmad Rather  R/O Mamgund, PS 

Beerwah, Distt Budgam ) were then handed over to JKP. The 

apprehended persons were found possessing ten 7.62×39 mm 

amns, three 7.62 mm amns, three Smoke Grenades and a Stun 

Grenade which was recovered and handed over to police.
