Ineligibility of non-citizens of India.- No person who is not a citizen of India
shall, except with the prior permission of the central Government in witing, be
appointed or employed under these rules:

superannuation.-(l) A person appointed under these rules shall retire from
service on the aftemoon of the last day of the month in which he attains the age offifty seven years:

'Power to relax.- where the central Govemment is of the opinion that it is
necessary or expedient so to do, it may, by order and for reasons io be recorded in
writing, relax any of the provisions of these rules with respect to any crass or
category ofpersons.

Saving.- Nothing in this rules shall effect reservation, relaxation of age-limit and
other corrcessions required to be provided for the scheduled castes, the Scheduled
Tribes, Ex-servicemen and otheispecial categories of persons in atcordance with
the orders issued by the central Govemment from timeio time in this regard.
