Chinese Invasion And The
Lessons Learnt

The most momentous event that

in oar after the
incursion

has occured history
Independence, is the Chincse

Bewildering in  their  methods, the
Chinese withdrew with the same light-
cning speed, with which they had

advaaced. From the - purely operational
angle, the reasons of their rapid succe-
sses, especially  in the NEFA region,
is worth a study by interested observers.
Since the C. R. P. has been fortunate
in going over the grounds after the
P Chinese withdrawal in Kameng and Lohit
Divisions and since one of its units did
actually belong to the withdrawing
forces from Foot-hills dewn-wards, the
following points collected at random,
are reproduced for the edification of
one and all,

It may be of interest to note here

that Chinesc invasion of NEFA started
on the 20th of October, commencing
from Khinzemane, near the Trijunction
of Bhutan, Tibet and Kameng Division

in NI'FA. The other side of the Pincer,

jerked out from Kibitoo, again on the

Trijunction of China, Lohit Division in

NUFA, and Burma border. The first end

of the Pincer penetrated  through

Dhola, Sela, Bomdilla and Foot-Hills to,

within few miles of Tezpur, whose fall
was imminent and whose unofficial
evacuation had also started. The second
end had penctiated along the Lohit
river rayvine several miles beyond Wall-
ong and the Chintse columits weteé not
more than 100-120 miles from Digboi
Oil Wells by the shortest route. In the
middle sector, they had penetrated into
Sudarn-Siri Division upto the Jang river
but were appatently content with lesser
achievements. To any knowledgeable
person, these broad lines of advance
have now become perspicuous because
of their obvious tactical advantages,
over other routes, in approachincr the

plains from the Tibetan plateau and
above all their direct threats to Tezpur
and Digboi, the two towns of vital

significance to NUEFA. The same tactics

were repeated in Ladak b *Se&or * alsa. -

The hostile forces  first of all
concentrated activities in Kong-ka Pass



and Hot spring area in 1959, past
Chusul. Simatly, the Chip~chap-Galwan
valley posts consolidated in 1960-61, not
only guarded the highway to Sinkiang
across the Aksai-chin mountain, but also
cosured an  entrance to  river Shiyok's
valley, which drains into the Indus and
follows the trade route to Skardu, Thus
in selecting the routes of pencetration the
Chinese not-only displayed good knowle-
dge of the local topography as much as
their mastery of tactics. The knowledge
of by-passes and mule routes through
which they poured  through, was decp
and demoralising and to beat them
in the game, better knowledge of the
terrain, its tacstical abvantages and dem-
erits is our fore-most requisice, C_ R, P.
forces, in which-ever locatiun they are
should study the maps and have to
visit all passes and tracks within a
radius or 25 miles, so that disposition
for offence and defence can become
effective and easy, deep and dominating |

A cognate factor is the knowledge
of the habits and habitats of the inha-
bitaots of the soil of the bordcring
tracts and  gaining their symyathies.
While the Mompas and  Khampas who

bave come to geside in the  Kimeng

Division are modern  Tibetans, the
Abors & Mismis who" inhabié th -
Kameng, Subarn Siri and Lohit Divisions
arc Tibcto-Burmans in oripin, The word
Abor stands for “unknown savages”’

and these people are roughly estimateg
at three Lakks, while the Mishmis gy,
not more than sixty thousand, Th

Khamtes and Singhpos, who inhahjs
the north-castern tip of the Brahma-putr,
valley are of the same ¢thnologic group
as the Shans and the Kachins and 2r

Buddhists in taith, while the Abors
and Mishmis are animists, Be i noted
that the Shans and Kachins have pop
the touch of Communist virus and thay
arca actoss our border and lying in
Burma is quite disturbed, Thus to hol4
the NEFA area agairst an unscrupuious
tnemy, onc has not only to know the
language, tribal customs but also the
susceptibilities of the tribes to ¢k,
influence of the neighbouring peoples
and areas. With the experience of tne
treachery of pseudo-Khampas and friendly
predisposition of some Mishimi tribes,
SO green in memory, the defending
forces should discriminate an ally from
our alien and employ them in intelligence
but rarely, unloss fully assured of
their loyalty. In this the Chinese have
the advantage  both of language and
religion over us but  this can casily be
neutraliscd by good personal  contacts
and healchy comraderie, quickly estab-
lished with the tribals of the right sort.
Although  NLFA  administration has
so far followed the time-honoured policy
of non-interference with the tribals, this
should not curtail or cripple attempts
in this direction, in the preseat pational

Similarly is the belief amongst Abors
that Banasura of Sirimad Bhagavat fame
was the king of Prag-Jyotishpur, the
modern Tejpur. \ hen Anirudha took
away Banasura’s daughter Usha, this led
to a bloody fight in which Lord Krish-
na's host waged war against Banasura
and recovered both Anizudha and Usha
The word Tej, in Abor language means
blood. Hence Tejpur has derived its
name. The point to remember here is
that, when our ancestors have evolved
and tightened the bonds of friendship
by steeping these Tribals with religious
traditions and legends of this nature,
we should display greater initiative by
winning their affection both through
religioes thoughts as-well-as  through
cconomic and s cial uplift, rather than
persist in the policy of isolation, which
suited the convenience of an alien ruler.

Of course the danger is there of too
much interference with Tribal customs
and administration, which will produce

the diametrically opposite results. Thus

much depends on the method of appr-
onach and manner of execution and the

The next feature is
propaganda and publicity, An unsophi-
sticated tribal mind is predominantly
impressed as much by repeated asserti-
ons as by show of supcriority in arms
as well as numbers. To  premote this
objective the Chinese not only employed
hired agents in hundreds, their radio
stations still keep on blaring on the
judicious nature of their stand. Apart
from impressing the tribals with their
superiority in battle skill, they have also
sedulously cultivated their friendship and
respect by distriburion of money,
clothing, building of roads, repairing
the temples, etc and above all sparing
the goats and Mithuns-the cross breed
betwern buffalo and cow. They even
did not stop short of running with the
help of their agents, cheap shops, free-
canteens and even brothels in bordering
arcas, to seduce Indian personnel from
whom  valuable secret information
could be had. That all the arms seized
from or left by Indian army has not

important

been returned would  indicate a trail,
reminiscent of the withdrawal of the
Japs leaving et of arms behind in

Nagaland. Hence the C.R . P. mission would
as much extend to  publicity by good
behaviour as tend to be instrumental in



tecovering as much as of the lost arms,
kept in the hiding. It is perhaps
symbelic and significant that C. R. P,
c-ontingmts visited Bomdilla and \Wall-
ong to receive the first consignment
of returned arms by the Chinese. T'o
this task be added the job of retricving
tqe rest and ftlushing out enemy agents,
wherever they may be. This will have
better propaganda value, unti] the next
trial of strength establishes the rea]
superiority in mettle armour and intell-
igence. This can only be possible with
greater buld-up on the part of the
armed forces, This again will be pOss-
ible with the construction of a net-
work of good roads along and athwart
the frontier, as the Chinese have them-
selves done on the other side of the
Himalayas. Perhaps we have also to
spot advance hideouts and “eagles nests”
from which to ambush the encmy and
keep vigil on him. In spotting them
now the C. R, P. can play a vital patt,
before the trails are lost.

Coming to the actual fighting,
the Chinese showed not only superiority
in numbers and arms but also superiority
in numbers and arms buat also superiority
in physical fitness.
